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About.Us

2020 Year in Review

Sri Lanka’s political, social and economic conditions have resulted in many children, elder and special
needs homes located throughout the North, East and Upcountry. Civic organizations administer the
majority of care homes with public donations. Vast majority of these homes are struggling to fulfill their
basic needs.

Many people from the diaspora want to help the care homes. However, it is difficult to find, contact and
give assistance to these homes. As they are struggling to meet their basic needs, many of these homes
are not best positioned to convey their information and needs. The homes that are able to communicate
in such a way are receiving more help. In this context, we felt that communicating their information and
needs via the Internet as key to bringing awareness and help to these care homes.

In 2018, we had opportunities to visit and discuss with many types of care homes. This motivated us to
implement many of the ideas we had explored. In late 2018, we collected and verified information about
the first set of homes. We published that information via the letushelpnow.org web portal.

In 2019 October, in addition to creating awareness, we began helping homes with urgent needs directly via
small monthly projects. Originally, it was through a small team of school alumni. The support and
enthusiasm we received enabled us to extend the community to include friends and relatives from Canada,
UK, Australia and Sri Lanka. The concept is to collect small amounts of donations from the community, and
implement a specific project directly, with the support of local volunteers and community organizations in
Sri Lanka.

In 2020, COVID19 caused public financial support for care homes to be despleted. Many of these homes
faced funding challenges to continue their daily operations. For instance, many homes did not have funds
for food, medicine and other basic needs. Until then, LetUsHelpNow only undertook projects that resulted
in the delivery of material assistance to homes. Due to the COVID19 emergency situation, we relaxed our
policy, and LetUsHelpNow deposited funds directly to the care homes bank accounts to support their daily
operations. Further, we provided information and coordination assistance for other organizations to deliver
COVID19 relief as well.

In 2020 April, LetUsHelpNow was registered in Canada as a non-profit. An organizational bank account
was opened. These steps were taken to better organize our work and to become more transparent.

In the last 14 months, LetUsHelpNow has delivered 4.7 million Rupees worth of aid and funds to 47 care
homes in Sri Lanka. LetUsHelpNow implemented projects in ten districts in East, North and Central
provinces for children, elders and special needs homes. Small continuous contributions from more than
sixty donors made this work possible.

A great big thank you to all the donors and to all the volunteers and organizations supporting our work
in Sri Lanka. Thank you to all the care homes who provide an immense service under very challenging
circumstances.

Many of our relatives at care homes are counting on us to be there in these difficult times.
With your support, together, we have and will continue to brighten their lives.

PROJECT DELIVERY

The first step of LetUsHelpNow’s monthly project’s life cycle is Need Assessment. Care homes directly or
through other organizations reach out to us about their urgent needs. Further, we have information about
their needs through our data collection.

LetUsHelpNow assesses the needs and the reasons for the requests. We determine the funding required
as well as how the project can be delivered. The assessment includes direct communication with homes,
input from local regulatory agencies, and input from our advisors and donors. Factors such as the number
of beneficiaries, the urgency of the request, fit with our focus and capacities, are considered for deciding
upon a project.

The project description and details of the homes are shared with our small group of monthly donors. The
small donations are collected by country co-ordinators.

Maijority of projects involve purchase and delivery of materials. LetUsHelpNow requests minimum two
quotations from the care homes. Further, it seeks out other input regarding selecting the supplier. The
funds are directly sent to the homes bank accounts. Homes make the purchases and provide receipts,
thank you letters and pictures.

In some cases, LetUsHelpNow volunteers assist with the purchase and delivery of the materials. Further,
volunteers go to the homes to verify the delivery of the material

Maijority of projects involve purchase and delivery of materials. For each project, the homes provide
request letters, quotations , the receipt for the donation, the receipts for the materials, the pictures of the
materials and a thank you letter listing the materials. Further, donation and transaction details are docu-
mented. These are collected and published online at our website as well as other communication channels
such as WhatsApp and Facebook.
